Tanante:  
5 musicians – percussion – with West African dancer.

Admission to the concerts was free. They took place between 1 p.m. and 3 p.m. outside the Boathouse Café (inside 
for one concert when inclement weather). Average audience of about 50 people. Thanks to all participants including 
performers, volunteer stewards, and sponsors: Zest (Manchester City Council Healthy Living Project) & Asda 
Harpurhey for support in kind - picnic lunch with fruit aplenty for members of the 2 school bands; HSS Hire 
Ashton-Under-Lyne for discount on hire of generator; Manchester City Council for Charlestown ward CASH grant 
enabling hire of Quinta Jazz & Tanante, purchase of refreshments for these groups, and hire of generator (required 
due to unreliability of Boathouse Café’s electricity supply) for amplifying some instruments in 2 of the concerts. 
 

We would like to build on this year’s success by increasing the number of concerts to 5 or 6 for Summer 2010. To 
finance these concerts we intend applying once again to Manchester City Council for CASH grants from the wards 
surrounding the Clough – Charlestown, Harpurhey & Moston. 
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
